ChiMat

The Child and Maternity Observatory recently appointed a
local specialist based at SEPHO, Susan Koffler-Sluijter. Susan
is working with local health commissioners and their partners
to increase the capacity to use knowledge information and
intelligence to improve children’s services.

One of the popular ChiMat tools is the Disease Management
Information Toolkit, otherwise known as » DMIT. This tool
allows you to compare emergency admission performance
for children with certain conditions between PCTs nationally,
regionally or within a comparable peer group. DMIT now
includes data for epilepsy and diabetes as well as the latest
2008/2009 data for asthma.

ChiMat also has Interactive Infant Mortality Profiles for
England available now.

Guidance and support for commissioning is also available
on the site in terms of the World Class Commissioning
competencies and how the data and tools available on

the site can be used to support the requirements of the

These provide a snapshot of health for each area in
England using key health indicators, which enables comparison
locally, regionally and over time. They are designed to help local
councils and the NHS decide where to target resources and
tackle health inequalities in their local area.

New APHO Diabetes prevalence model
available

The new » APHO Diabetes Prevalence Model is now
launched. This is a new tool that enables local healthcare
organisations to calculate estimates of the number of people
with diabetes for specific populations.

NOO: National Child Measurement
Programme - Changes in children’s body
mass index between 2006/07 and 2008/09

» This report presents analysis of the first three years of
National Child Measurement Programme (NCMP) data, and
highlights any statistically significant differences that can be
detected across survey years in the body mass index (BMI) of
English children aged 4-5 and 10-11 years.

NOO: Data sources: knowledge of and
attitudes towards healthy eating and
physical activity

» This paper identifies and describes the main sources of

national-level data on knowledge of and attitudes to healthy
eating and physical activity in adults and children in England.

The new Urological Cancer Hub is
now available.

This » hub was developed on behalf of the» National Cancer
Intelligence Network by the » South West Public Health
Observatory (SWPHO). The website aims to equip health
professionals and others with information on urological cancers
and their treatment.

Cost savings from a reduction of
emergency admissions for myocardial
infarction following smoke-free legislation
in England

» This report uses the findings from research into the short
term impact of smoke-free legislation in England to estimate
the reduction in bed days and costs to the NHS of emergency
admissions for myocardial infarction (Ml). By applying these
findings, the report suggests that the introduction of smoke-
free legislation in England has resulted in approximately 9,600
fewer bed days for myocardial infarction (MI) admissions, and
an estimated cost saving to acute hospital care of £8.4 million.

The number of emergency admissions in England for Ml in the
year leading up to smoke-free legislation was the highest in
the South East with 8,445 admissions. Already, the estimated
savings across the south east of England is £1.4m.

Local Basket of Health Inequalities

quintile, and also the slope index of inequality, is available for
each Local Authority.
